The age old argument in the
gospel music industry is still

going on today among many die hard fans.
The question is should gospel music concerts be
used as “Christian Entertainment” or “Music
Evangelism”with the focus being on the salva-
tion of sinners.

There is no reason for the question to linger as
the answer is simple. Both sides are correct and
there is room for both sides of the isle to be
more understanding of the others philosophy.

Here are the two arguments. Many people
believe that Gospel music concerts are good
alternatives for Christian entertainment. They
argue that most sinners do not attend Gospel
Music concerts. Their argument simply says that
just like we go to the theatres when there is a
wonderful Christian movie playing, such as “The
Passion” or “One night with the King.”They
argue that you will never see an altar call at
these movies, people are simply there for “alter-
native entertainment.”

The other argument is that we should never let
a soul be lost. They believe that our concerts
should always end in an altar call.

Both sides have merit and both sides are cor-
rect. I believe the issue lies in the fact that you
never have to give an altar call for someone to
be saved. It is very prideful of a preacher or a
singer to overlook the fact that we have no
power to draw sinners to repentance. According
to the Word there is only one person who can
touch a sinners heart and draw them to repen-
tance and that is the work of the Holy Spirit.

If there is someone at a Gospel concert and
the Spirit is drawing them to repent then they
will come forward anytime, whether there is an
altar call or not.

Just as the movies that I’ve gone to see such
as “The Passion,” so are our concerts. The mes-
sage is in the movie or the music. There is no
need for us to think ourselves more highly than
we are. Sing the song, allow the Holy Spirit to
use your music to do his work. I would encour-
age you not to feel pushed to make an altar call,
if someone is being touched by the music they
will not even need an altar call. So, come enjoy
good Christian entertainment and let the Holy
Spirit do the rest and finally let this argument
die.... Be Blessed

BOONE, NC - Legacy Five pianist Roger Bennett died today as a result of complications encountered through
his long battle with leukemia. He was 48 years old.

Born March 10, 1959, Roger grew up in Strawberry, Arkansas. In November of 1979, Roger fulfilled his life-long
dream of being a part of professional Southern Gospel music when he was invited by Glen Payne and George
Younce to join the legendary Cathedral Quartet. Though he would leave the group for two years (1987-1989) to
serve as the president of Journey Records, Roger was the group's pianist at the time of the quartet's retirement
in 1999.

Following the retirement of the Cathedrals, Roger and fellow Cathedrals member Scott Fowler launched
Legacy Five. In 2004, Roger fulfilled another dream (having his own successful quartet) when readers of
Singing News voted Legacy Five as the Favorite Traditional Male Quartet.

Although an excellent singer, Roger is best remembered as pianist--and often a comedian--for the Cathedrals
and Legacy Five. Roger received the Singing News Fan Award for Favorite Southern Gospel pianist 14 years in row (1993-2006).

Songwriting was another forte' of Roger Bennett. Many of his songs appeared on the recordings of the Cathedrals, Legacy Five and many oth-
ers. His writing talent was not limited to just songs, however. Roger was a contributing editor to Singing News, writing "Midnight Meditations."

Roger leaves behind his wife (Debbie), their children (Chelsea and Jordan) and father (Doug).

Visitation was held at Brentwood Baptist Church, 7777 Concord Road West, Brentwood, TN on Tuesday evening, March 20 from 6 to 9 p.m.
Funeral services were also held at Brentwood Baptist Church on Wednesday, March 21, at 2 p.m CDT (3pm EDT).
